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Introductory Note to this Guide to the use of the
Calendar and Lectionary during 2024/25

Each week of the Church’s year is identified by its calendar name (e.g. Week of
1 Advent). After the name is given the order of Daily Prayer which is normally to
be used during that week.

Next is listed the name of the Sunday, with its calendar date, its category in the
Calendar, and its liturgical colour.

Also listed are the Feast Days (in categories 1 - 5 of the Calendar) which occur in
that week. The order of Daily Prayer which should be used on these days is indi-
cated, and also the liturgical colour.

In this year’s Guide the text of the Collects authorised by the College of Bishops
for experimental use until 2028 have also been included.

During 2024/2025 the following Feast Days fall on a Sunday of a higher category
and are transferred to the next available weekday:

The Conception of Mary, Mother of the Lord (8 December)
Peter (& Paul), Apostle(s) (29 June)

Bartholomew, Apostle (24 August)

Holy Cross (14 September)

Matthew, Apostle and Evangelist (21 September)

All Souls (2 November)

Margaret of Scotland (16 November)

The Feast of St Mark the Evangelist (25 April) is transferred from Easter week to
28 April.

These may be celebrated on the Sunday if local circumstances require. See the
section of the Calendar and Lectionary entitled Using the Calendar, notes (iii) and

(iv).

The Feast of the Epiphany (6 January) may be observed on the second Sunday
after Christmas (5 January) and the Feast of the Ascension (29 May) may be ob-
served on the following Sunday (1 June). See the section of the Calendar and
Lectionary entitled Using the Calendar, notes (i) and (ii).

The Transfiguration readings and collect should be used on either the Sunday
before Lent (2 March) or the Second Sunday of Lent (16 March).



In this year’s Guide, Ember Days and Rogation Days are also indicated, for which
special Readings, if so desired, are provided in the Section of the Calendar and
Lectionary entitled “Readings for Special Occasions”. In addition to the Collect
provided for Ember Days in Scottish Liturgy 1982 with Propers and Revised Com-
mon Lectionary, a variety of Collects is provided in Collects for Experimental Use
on pages 68 to 71 (reproduced on pages 66 - 67 of this Guide). The experimental
Collect for Rogation Days is included within this Guide.

The period of four weeks (five Sundays) from the first Sunday in September has
been designated the Season of Creation. Material has been produced for both
the Eucharist and for Daily Prayer and authorised for experimental use by the
College of Bishops.

Included in this material are a number of Collects for use during this season,
(reproduced at pages 68 - 69 of this Guide). Harvest Thanksgiving is celebrated
on the last of these five Sundays, except where the agricultural cycle in a partic-
ular area makes another date more appropriate in that community.

Optional feasts (category 6) are not included in this Guide. Users should check
with Calendar each week to determine which if any of these feasts they wish to
observe. For further guidance see the Introduction to the Calendar and Lection-
ary.

Observances

Feasts

All feasts in categories 1 to 5 of the Calendar are listed in this guide, but optional
feasts in category 6 are not included. You should check the Calendar each week
to decide which if any of these feasts you wish to observe.

For further guidance on feasts, see notes at the beginning of the Calendar and
Lectionary.

Season of Creation

The Season of Creation is for four weeks (five Sundays) from the first Sunday in
September. Harvest Thanksgiving is celebrated on the last of these five Sundays,
except where the agricultural cycle in a particular area makes another date more
appropriate in that community.

This Collect may be used to conclude the Intercession throughout Advent, or as
the Prayer after Communion as an alternative to the Prayers in section 24 of
the Scottish Liturgy 1982.

Almighty God, give us grace to cast away the works of darkness
and to put on the armour of light,

now in the time of this mortal life,

in which your Son Jesus Christ came to us in great humility:
that on the last day,

when he shall come again in his glorious majesty

to judge the living and the dead,

we may rise to the life immortal,;

Collect for Christmas in the early morning

This collect is suitable for use at any or all of the celebrations on Christmas Day
and is to be used at Morning Prayer. It may be used for other celebrations dur-
ing the week after Christmas if optional commemorations [6] are not kept on
29, 30 and 31 December.

O God our Father,

the light of whose Word has come among us

in the Holy Child of Bethlehem:

grant that the radiance of that true light,

which enlightens our minds by faith,

may shine brightly through our words and deeds;
through the same Jesus Christ our Lord,

who lives and reigns with you,

in the unity of the Holy Spirit,

one God, world without end.

Collect for Christmas during the day

Also for use at Evening Prayer and may be used for other celebrations during
the week after Christmas if optional commemorations [6] are not kept on 29, 30
and 31 December.

O God,

who wonderfully created

and yet more wonderfully restored

the dignity of our human nature:

grant that we may share in the divinity of Christ,

who humbled himself to share in our humanity;

who lives and reigns with you,

in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, world without end.



26 Thu Stephen, Deacon and Martyr [4] (DP Festivals)[Red]

Collect for Stephen, Deacon and Martyr

Grant, O Lord, that we may learn to love our enemies
by the example of your martyr, Saint Stephen,

who prayed to you for his persecutors;

27 Fri John, Apostle and Evangelist [4](DP Festivals) [White]

Collect for John, Apostle and Evangelist

and come at length to the fullness of eternal life;
through Jesus Christ, our Lord,

who lives and reigns with you,

in the unity of the Holy Spirit,

one God, world without end.

Collect for the Holy Innocents

Almighty God, our heavenly Father,
